Rules and Requirements

1. Only current members of the 
Garden Writers Association are 
eligible to apply.

2. Written material must be sub-
mitted in published form, not as 
a manuscript. Entries must in-
clude tearsheets or clippings. For 
website or online entries, include 
a hardcopy printout of the story 
as it appeared online. 

3. To be considered for the 2009 
MGA Excellence in Garden Writ-
ing Award, entries must be 
published (or posted online) 
between July 1, 2008 and June 30, 
2009. 

4. All entries must be written and 
published in the English language 
in order to provide fair competi-
tion and judging.

5. Entries must prominently feature 
information on MGA member 
garden catalogs and/or garden 
websites.

6. An individual may submit more 
than one entry, but a separate 
entry form is required for each 
entry. 

7. Entries are judged based upon 
the following criteria: overall 
content, accuracy of information, 
clear and concise presentation 
of information, value and benefi t 
to readers, overall presentation 
of the benefi ts of garden catalogs 
and websites, and circulation/po-
tential audience of the published 
story. The decision of the judges 
is fi nal.

Deadline

Entries must be postmarked by 
July 31, 2009. No late entries will be 
accepted.

The Prize

The winning entry receives $1,000. 
The winner will be announced at 
the Summer 2009 Garden Writers 
Association Symposium.
